When packing for camp, keep in mind the types of activities you will be doing, and weather that you may
encounter. Older clothes that can get dirty are very appropriate for camp! Look at the weather forecast the
night before you come to camp. Make sure that you pack everything that you may need to participate in
activities outside during your stay- no matter what type of weather. Always bring closed toed, non-slip-on
shoes that can tie or Velcro securely. Crocs, flip flops, and shoes with elevated heels are not appropriate for
most camp activities. Please refer to the list below to help guide you while packing. Depending on your
length of stay, you may need to pack multiple items of those listed.

A
general rule of thumb is that anything not allowed at your school will probably not be allowed at camp-
check with your group leader if you have any questions.
