Final:
The Final Exam will account for 20% of your semester grade
Class Goal:

To maintain at least a 80% for the year and to score a minimum of 70% on the final in order to be accepted into a credit worthy college level math class.

Homework:
· Most assignments will be completed in class.  In the event you are absent, it will be your responsibility to check my blog for work.  You will be given exactly one additional day to complete the assignment.  Late work is graded as follows:


1 day late (75%)
2 days late (50%)
3 or more days late (25%)
Participation:
Students will be awarded 5 points daily for attendance, however points will be deducted for the following reasons:
· 5 points for absence or tardy (with the exception of being absent for school related or excused with

       documentation)

 -    5 points for use of phone (in addition to cell phone policy consequences).
 -    1 point for tardy with a pass

 -    1 points for each bellwork problem incorrect.
Absences:
Fordson High School’s attendance policy:

· At 5 absences a letter will be given to the student in class notifying them of total absences and require a signature for notification.
· At 10 absences a follow up letter will be provided explaining that a student will only receive reduced credit, unless the student scores higher than 78% on the final exam.
· 4 times being tardy is the equivalent of one absence.

· 2 times being late more than 5 minutes is the equivalent of one absence.

· Being more than 15 minutes is equivalent of being absent.
· Students that are tardy are required to sign in on the door sheet to ensure accurate attendance is taken.
Test Standards:
· You are responsible for making up a test.  Tests WILL NOT be excused for any reason and must be made up within a week of the original test date.
· Retakes will be permitted only after 2 tutoring sessions have been completed.  A tutoring schedule is posted in the classroom.

· If you retake your test, the original score will count as a formative grade and the new score will be recorded as summative.
· During a test talking is STRICTLY prohibited.  Should you choose to talk or have a cell phone out during a test or quiz you will first receive a verbal warning.  After a second offense you will receive half of your earned grade.  Should this occur a third time, you will receive a 0%.

· If you are penalized for either of these rules, a retake will not be permitted.

Opportunities for success:
· All classes will be awarded a tardy bonus each marking period.  This is extra credit.  The class with the least amount of tardies will have the opportunity to earn 20 summative points.  The class with the most can still earn up to 4.  For each tardy or absence you have, 1 point will be deducted from the total possible for the class.

· By placing your phone in your assigned slot in the phone holder at the front, you’ll have opportunity to earn 5 extra points if your number is rolled (1-30, additional options if more than 30 in a class).
· By attending 2 tutoring sessions per month you’ll earn 10/10 summative points as an assignment.  If you do not attend it will not hurt your grade and it will be excused.  
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
