Welcome parents/guardians and students to Mrs. Chamseddine’s 5th grade classroom.  I will be your child’s teacher for the 2017/2018 school year at Lowrey Elementary School.  I’m looking forward for this year to be full of many great learning experiences that will be fun and exciting.  I am very dedicated to every single student’s education and growth throughout the year.  Let’s get ready for a year filled with immense amounts of sharing, learning, growth, fun experiences and happy faces.  Below is a break down of the rules and procedures in my classroom.  

Responsible


It’s the student’s responsibility to come to class on time with all their materials and supplies.  Once students walk into class at 8:05 am they will not be able to leave the classroom to go to their lockers because they forgot a book or supplies.  Students are to bring all materials that they would need that day.  Students must be supplied with pencils, pens, paper, and erasers at all times because these supplies will not be given to them.  Planners should be with students at all times, if you come to class without your planner you will lose a check.  Planners will be checked at the beginning of the day and at the end of the day, we will have surprise checks throughout the day.  

Students must follow the 4 rules of our classroom at all times

· Be Respectful

· Raise your hand to speak

· Be respectful to all people and yourself.

· Think before you speak

· Be Responsible

· Clean up after yourself

· Be prepared at all times

· Be on time 

· Be Safe

· Hands and feet to yourself

· Be aware of your surroundings. 

Behavior


The “PBIS Tower” is interactive all day long. Students will move up and down on the chart as needed based on their actions. At the end of the day if the students ended up in the middle or above on the chart they will receive a check mark for that day. At the end of the month the students who did not lose more than 3 checks, will be a part of an incentive hour.  Students that lost 3 or more checks in the month will have a reflection hour to set goals on how they will receive the incentive the next month.  If there is a First offence teacher asks student one time to get back on track, second offence, letter to teacher and after school meeting with teacher, third offence, letter home to parents, and 30 minutes after school community service, and fourth offence, letter home to parents, and 30 minutes after school community service, call home to parents, loss of free dress day, and possible meeting with parents and administration. The teacher will be carrying around infraction cards to track each student’s behavior throughout the day.  
· Now for you to participate in any of these fun and exciting rewards all students must be on their best behavior at all times, for these activities are for the hard working and well behaved students. 

Attendance


Being on time is very important for having a great day.  In the morning the entire day is planned out and many more significant things occur for the upcoming week or day.  Attendance will be taken at 8:00 each day, if students are not in the class by 8:10 they are considered tardy.  If they come in late they must complete bell work for homework.  
Homework


Students will have math and language arts homework daily (Monday-Friday).  Homework assignments are focused on lessons that were covered that day or week in class.  All homework assignments are to be turned in on the correct due date.  If students do not complete homework assignments they will complete it after school or during lunch. Homework or class work that isn’t complete at the appropriate time will result in students receiving a grade of a zero, which will hurt their overall grade.  At the end of each day all students will take planners out and record their homework for that day.  I will sign the bottom stating that your child wrote their homework down.  I ask of you that each night you check their homework and planner for completion and sign to confirm that they completed everything.  

· Homework assignments that students bring home are assignments that were given as class work and the student was unable to complete in class, so the child must complete the assignment for homework.  

· The next day during each subject the homework checker will go around to check if all work is completed and parents have signed.  If students have completed all work they will get a stamp on an incentive chart (located on their desk).  Once the chart is full the student I receive 10 tickets.  If students miss 3 or more assignments that week they will lose a check. 

· In the morning, students will turn in homework into indicated bins in the front.  Homework will be collected from the bins by 8:10 any homework not in the bins by that time is considered late.  

· Vocabulary and spelling will start the first week of school.  Words will be given on Monday.  We will be working with the same words for a week and take a vocabulary and spelling quiz on Friday.  All vocabulary words will be utilized throughout the year; therefore students must truly understand each word.  

Homework folders


Friday folders are red & orange and will be sent home every Friday.  One-side parents will find work that is being returned and on the other side it is possible to find newsletters, important notices, and letters from the teacher to the parent.  Please check this folder every Friday and return Monday signed and dated.  

Bathroom Procedures


Every student will have 2 bathroom breaks in the day.  On the bulletin board near the door you will find a pouch with your number and 2 sticks inside.  When you need to use the bathroom raise your hand using the appropriate classroom signals.  We will use this sign for bathroom break.  I will nod to you and allow you to go to the bathroom.  But, you must have a stick in your pouch to be able to go.  If you have a stick you will grab your stick put it in the bin at the front and sign out on the bathroom sign-out sheet (write your name and time you went out and the time you came back in).
