Systems of Linear Equations have a minimum of 2 equations.  However, we can also use this part of the TI Nspire to solve a single equation.
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Change the 2 equations to 1 equation.
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Now, all we have to do is type in the equation from the problem.
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Type in the equation:  x + 3 = 2x – 2
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Press Enter.
The solution to the EQUATION is 5.
However, the question from the problem is:
What is the value of x – 4?
