Parents participate in school events or
activities.

Parents have important information about
their kids that teachers do not know.
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Parent Involvement

Teachers provide learning resources or
iInformation about their student’s grades.

Teachers relate to parents: as advisors who guide
them through academic support for their child.

School identifies projects, needs, and goals,
then tells parents how they can contribute.
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Parent Engagement

Parents and teachers sharingl a responsibility to
help children learn and meet educational goals.

Teachers who focus en parent engagement often
see a profound change in their classrooms.






It happens when:

* Teachers involve parents in school meetings
or events;

 Parents volunteer their support at home and at
school.

 School listens to what parents think, dream,
or worry about.






In 2016, research showed a drop In parents who
believe that intimate parent-teacher
communication is effective.

Parents now prefer remote methods of
communication, like online student portals

Parents are less likely to attend parent-teacher
conferences or school activities
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Some parents have scheduling or transportation
Issues that make volunteering or attending
parent-teacher conferences tough.

Low-income or minority families, feel that staff
make them uncomfortablle or show a lack of
cultural awareness.
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Parent involvement is lowest in:

» Families below the poverty line
» Families with older children

 Parents who do not speak the area’s primary
language

« Parents who did not graduate high school
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The earlier educators establish parent’s
engagement, the more effective they are In
raising student performance.

Engaged parents tend to think highly of teachers,
which improves teacher morale.
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Parent Engagement Strategies
Give parents your contact information

Get to know them early in the 'school year

Provide opportunities for parents to connect with the
school (volunteering, class activities, parent-teacher
committees, etc...)

Share your CleSsSo0h CleelS or expectations openly
with parents, and ask them to do the same
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Connect with parents in-person as much as possible

Use emails, texts, or apps torkeep parents up-to-date
on upcoming class events

Address challenges that inhibitiparent engagement
(scheduling conftlicts, an intimidating atmosphere,
transportation difficulties; language barriers
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
