COURSE DESCRIPTION

World History is examines civilizations from ancient to modern times. Particular attention will be paid to the cultural, historical and geographical influences on the development of each civilization
First Semester World History Outline

I. An Age of Exchange (500 to 1500) – covers the rise of Islam, World Religions, the Byzantine world and the Middle Ages in Europe, Asia and Africa

II. Connecting Hemispheres (500 to 1800) – covers Empires in the Americas, the Renaissance, the Muslim World Expands, the Age of Exploration and the resulting global changes

III. Absolutism to Revolution (1500 to 1900) – covers the Age of Kings, Revolution and the rise of Nationalism

IV. Industrialism and the Race for Empire (1700 to 1914) – covers the Industrial Revolution, Imperialism and changes in the global economy

V. The World at War (1914 to 1945) – covers World War I, the Russian Revolution and World War II

VI. Perspectives on the Present (1945 to the present) – covers the Cold War, Globalization and Interdependence

What I expect from you:
1. Responsibility for your materials. Bring your book, notebook and writing materials to class: paper and pen or pencil. 

2. Your best effort.
