Course Description
Conceptual Physics course engages students with analogies and imagery from real-world situations to build a strong conceptual understanding of physical principles ranging from classical mechanics to modern physics. With this strong conceptual foundation, students are better equipped to understand the equations and formulas of physics, and to make connections between the concepts of physics and their everyday world. This course is designed to be inquiry based and students will be required to work in small groups to draw conclusions about the natural world based on various types of text readings and lab experiments.  This course is also designed to incorporate the Next Generation Science standards (NGSS), which require students to read, write, and present findings to classmates.

Attendance
Students will be marked tardy if not in their SEATS working on bell work when the bell rings. You will lose bell work points when you are tardy. The district attendance policy will be strictly enforced. 
1. Students, who accumulate 10 absences during the semester, will receive an AUDIT (partial credit) for the class and will have to take the class again the following school year, night school, or summer school.

Homework/late work:

If you make an appointment to make up a test or quiz or lab and do not show up, you will receive a ZERO. All tests/quizzes and labs must be made up within 5 days after the original test/quiz and labs were administered. 
Homework is not optional.  I expect every assignment to be done to the best of your ability.
· All written assignments and labs should be completed in a timely manner.
· Homework is due at the beginning of class and turned into your class folder.
· Late work will result in automatic half credit
· Plagiarized homework will receive zero  
· If you are absent it is expected that all work will be turned in when you come back.
· If you are absent, it is your responsibility to make up all missing assignments including tests, quizzes and labs when you come back.
Laboratory 
· Students will conduct themselves in a manner that is safe and appropriate for a laboratory situation. Any student who is being disruptive, participating in behavior that is not part of the experiment, or treating laboratory equipment in an inappropriate manner will be dismissed from the laboratory and receive a zero for the experiment. Any material that is damaged will be paid for by the person or group involved.
Notebooks/binders:
Every student will be required to maintain a notebook and a binder that will encompass everything you will need to be successful in this class.  There is a direct correlation between how well you keep and maintain your notebook/binder and grades.  Therefore, notebook/binder checks will occur frequently and encompass part of your grade.  Please include all work sheets, lab write-ups, class notes, and essay writings in your notebook/binder.
Taking notes in class will help you to be organized, keep up with the material, and prepare for tests and quizzes. 
1. Taking notes is not optional, it is required
2. Be sure to copy the notes from the teacher’s lesson. 
3. Take notes from the reading assignments in your text. 
4. Review your notes daily!! 
5. Your notes will be collected and graded at the instructor’s discretion.

Grading Policy
Your grade will be determined by the district’s 80% SUMMATIVE and 20% FORMATIVE policy. Summative work includes tests and lab reports. Formative work includes bell work, class work, participation, exit tickets, homework and quizzes. It is the students’ responsibility to do their BEST work. I expect a high level of achievement from each and every one of my students, because I know you can do it!! I will be available to help you reach a higher standard!! The final exam will be given on the scheduled day for finals. It will be a cumulative final and will be worth up to 20% of your semester grade.
