Women fight for equal wages and the right to vote. Throughout society, social and economic issues take center stage. 

When was the Progressive Era? 1890-1920

Who was involved?  Urban middle-class: managers & professionals; women

WHY?  Address the problems arising from:

-industrialization (big business, labor strife)

-urbanization (slums, political machines, corruption)

-immigration (overcrowding, ethnic diversity)

-inequality & social injustice (women & racism)

-to make daily life better for the common man

-Muckrakers (journalists) expose problems

I. Economic Reform:

a. Teddy Roosevelt establishes a Square Deal.

b. New Tax system is instituted (16th Amendment)

c. TR becomes “trust buster” goes after “bad” trusts.

II. Political Reform:

a. Elections are reformed (secret ballot)

b. Citizens given greater voice in government:

i. 17th amendment

ii. Recall

iii. Initiative

iv. Referendum

III. Health & Environmental Reform:

a. Conservationist establish wilderness conservation areas & preserve natural resources (National Parks)

b. Government regulation of business to protect consumers:

i. Pure Food & Drug Act

ii. Meat Inspection Act

IV. Social & Moral Reform:

a. Women fight for the right to vote (19th Amendment)

b. Temperance movement pushes for prohibition of alcohol (18th Amendment)

c. Improved social services for women, children, & the poor (YMCA/Settlement House)

V. Industrial Reform:

a. Push to end child labor (National Child Labor Committee)

b. Reformers improve workplace conditions (safer/cleaner) & set maximum working hours (8 hour work day)
