THE INFORMATIVE SPEECH ASSIGNMENT

SPEECH CLASS /MR. VISCOMI
You are to give a speech that informs your audience about a topic of your choice. This presentation should focus on information about the topic, it’s history, it’s usage, it’s importance and relevance in society. 
CRITERIA FOR SUBJECT MATERIAL
- The subject must be something that exists or existed in the real world. It cannot be imaginary.  
- It should something the speaker (you) have knowledge of, personal experience with or an interest in. 

- The subject cannot have anything to do with religion.

REQUIREMENTS OF THE ASSIGNMENT:

- The presentation must be a Minimum of 3 minutes in length and a Maximum of 6 minutes in length. The presentation will be timed.   Notecards marking each minute going by will be posted for you to see during the speech.

- You may use notecards for the speech. The Note Cards must show notes written on them. You SHOULD NOT have the entire speech written out word for word on the note cards.  The note cards will be handed in to me at the conclusion of the speech.

- You May Not have the speech written out on a standard size piece of paper.

- You need to have at least 5 visual aids, with at least 1 or 2 of them being the subject of the speech. More than 5 is fine and suggested but 5 is the minimum for this speech. Your visual aids may come in the form of:

1. A Power Point using my computer and screen in class ( send me an email with the power point attached).  This is probably the best method.
2. Visual Aids on poster board or items that may be handed out and passed around the classroom during the presentation. An easel will be available for display if needed. Visual aids that are passed around the room and can be handled by the audience provide a bit of variety from just having a Power Point alone.
3. For this speech, the actual items you’re informing us of can also be used - for example, a speech on the sport of football might include an actual football, helmet, and shoulder pads. 

- You will also hand in a complete outline of the speech presentation as well. The speech outline should mirror the actual speech in organization and information. This is a separately graded item and needs to be handed in at least one day ahead of the actual speech. You will giving me a copy of it. Keep a copy for yourself and final preparation. I will follow the outline as you present the speech. 
 - You will be able to use the podium for the specch

- You will also provide a list of your sources for the speech information.

ORDER OF PRESENTATION

Speakers will choose a number to establish an order of speeches for the presentation. Students will then know their number in advance. Each day the speeches are to be presented, at least 6-8 students will be expected to be ready to go with the 1- 4 numbered students scheduled to go and the 5-8 numbered students scheduled as alternates. If everyone scheduled gives their speech on schedule, that day’s alternates become the next day’s scheduled speakers and the next numbered speakers become the next set of alternates. 

If a student is scheduled to go and is absent, the absent must be excused by the parent to not affect the grade of the student. Otherwise, it will be assumed that a student with an unexcused absence on a day they were scheduled to speak missed the class due to a lack of preparation on the speech. Extenuating circumstances are considered by the teacher. A student who is absent on his or her scheduled day to speak will be expected to speak the very next class period they come to. 

GRADING: 

A Speech Grading Sheet will be provided to the speakers before the speeches begin as reference to what they should expect to be graded on.
