1. YOU AND YOUR PARTNER ARE TO CHOOSE A DRAMATIC OR COMEDIC SCENE OF APPROX. 3-5 MINUTES IN LENGTH.

2.THE SCENE SHOULD HAVE AN EQUAL OR CLOSE TO EQUAL AMOUNT OF LINES FOR BOTH ACTORS
3. PRESENT  YOUR SCENE CHOICE TO MR. VISCOMI BY THE DATE SPECIFIED IN CLASS.  MISSING THAT DEADLINE COSTS BOTH  PARTNERS ONE FULL GRADE PER DAY ON THE DUE DATE GRADE.  MR. VISCOMI WILL NEED 2 COPIES OF THE SCENE FOR THE CLASSROOM.
4. YOU WILL THEN BE GIVEN TIME TO REHEARSE THE SCENE, LEADING UP TO A WORKSHOP PRESENTATION.

5.  THE WORKSHOP IS TO BE DONE WHEN YOU AND YOUR PARTNER ARE CALLED UPON.  IF YOU ARE NOT READY WHEN YOU’RE CALLED, YOU LOSE 1 GRADE PER DAY ON THE WORKSHOP GRADE UNTIL YOU DO PRESENT THE WORKSHOP.
6. FOR THE WORKSHOP, YOU MAY USE YOUR SCRIPTS. ALSO FOR THE WORKSHOP, YOU AND YOUR PARTNER MUST HAVE:

 -  BEGUN STAGING  or “BLOCKING” THE SCENE, AND 
 - HAVE AN IDEA OF WHAT KIND OF “SET” YOU’RE GOING TO USE.  
WE HAVE CHAIRS TO USE FOR THE WORKSHOPS AND OTHER FURNITURE PIECES TO USE FOR THE FINAL PRESENTATIONS. IF THE SET IS DIFFERENT OR YOU DON’T KNOW HOW TO CREATE IT…ASK ME. I WILL ASSIST YOU IN CREATING THE “SET “ YOU NEED.

7. AFTER THE WORKSHOP, YOU WILL RECEIVE A WORKSHOP GRADE AND NOTES FROM ME WHICH YOU CAN PUT TO GOOD USE ON YOUR SCENE. 
8. WHEN ALL WORKSHOPS ARE COMPLETED, WE WILL BEGIN FINAL PRESENTATIONS. ALL LINES MUST BE MEMORIZED, THE BLOCKING COMPLETED, AND SOME SENSE OF A SET. THE SCENE CAN BE PERFORMED WITH SCRIPT IN HAND BUT THAT WILL COST THE ACTOR CARRYING THE  SCRIPT A  FULL GRADE DROP ON THE FINAL PERFORMANCE
9. IF YOU NEED PROPS, FIND THEM, BRING THEM IN, OR ASK IF YOU’RE NOT SURE. ACCURATE COSTUMES AREN’T NEEDED BUT YOU SHOULD DRESS “CLOSE” TO THE CHARACTER OR SITUATION.
