
Dearborn Public Schools students now have the option of renewing their books by logging into the library database using any 
browser.  
 
There are just a few basic rules: 
 

1. Books are renewed for two weeks from the day you click the button. 
2. Books can only be renewed if they are not late and if you don’t have any fines on your record. 

 
Here’s how you can renew your books yourself.  
 
Launch a browser.  (I’m using Chrome) 
 

 
 
 
Type the library’s URL: ​www.tinyurl.com/fhslib​ (or click on the link if you’re viewing this in a browser).  You’ll see the page below. 
Click on the “Login” button on the upper right side.

Type your student number as the login AND the password, then click the LOGIN button beneath “Password”  

 
 
 
 
You should see the Homepage, but now your name is on the page, too.  You’ll see it on the upper right corner, near the login button. 
(See picture on the next page.)  



 
Click on the tab, “MY INFO,” located above the green bar that runs the width of the page.  
 

 
 
You’ll see everything you have currently checked out from the media center (and from your other schools, if you didn’t return them.) 
Books that are overdue have the due date in red. 
 



 
 
In this example, Freddie Fordson has two books checked out and they’re both due March 12.  They’re not late, so he has the option 
to renew them. 
 
To renew this books, Freddie clicks on the “Renew” buttons on the left side, or the “Renew All” button located on the left below the list 
of books he has checked out.  
 

 
 



After clicking on the “Renew” button, the program sends him a message in the box located in the middle above his book titles, letting 
him know that he has new due dates. 
 

 
 
If Freddie has books that are late or he owes fines, the program would not allow him to renew his books and he would receive a 
message like the one below telling him he needed to take care of his late fees and fines in person at the media center. (See the 
example on the next page.)
