*Course Overview:


This class is a survey of various composition styles and a broad range of World Literature.  Course work will involve formal papers, analysis of literature, group work, presentations, class discussions, journals and projects.

*Grading Policy:


1.  Grades will be given using a weighted point system.  Homework will range from 10 to 25+ points depending on the assignment.  Tests and quizzes may range from 10 to 100+ points.  Presentation and group work grades will vary depending on the assignment.  80% of your grade will be summative (tests, projects, formal papers, presentations, impromptus).  20% of your grade will be formative (homework, participation, quizzes, classwork).  The grading scale is as follows:
