7.7 billion as of 2019/Correct test answer, over 7.5 billion

2. Define demography- the study of population patterns and changes

3. What is the difference between population density and Population?
Population is the total number of people in an area
Population density is the number of people per square mile


4. Define population distribution. Include examples of a densely and sparsely populated region.
Population distribution – the spread or pattern of settlement in an area or region
Densely is heavily populated  ex. India
Sparely is very small population ex. Antarctica
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5. What are three factors for population growth? Define each of them.
Birth Rates – Number of births per 100 0 people
Death Rates – Number of deaths per 1000 people
Migration – the movement of people

6.  Understand and interpret population pyramids. What are they used for?
Population pyramids tell  how different ages and genders are distributed
Whether population is growing, stable or shrinking.
What the age distribution will look like in the future.

10. Define internal migration and external migration in the U.S.
Internal migration is movement within the U.S.
External migration  is movement from outside of U.S into the U.S


11. What year(s) did millions of immigrants come to Ellis Island? Where were these immigrants from? Is this internal or external migration?
1892 more than 17 million immigrants came through Ellis Island.
They were from Europe, Asia, Latin America (Mexico, Central America, South America
This is external migration
12. What was the Black Migration? When did it occur? What cities have the largest population of this group? Is this internal or external migration.
The Great (Black) Migration was from 1916 -1970’s when millions of African America moved from rural south to the urban northern states.
Detroit, Chicago, and NY have a large African American population
This migration is internal.

13. Which group of Americans are NOT immigrants?  Which group of Americans did not come by choice?
The Native Americans are NOT immigrants. African Americans did not come by choice but were forced here as slaves.
14. What is a slum? A run-down area of a city with inadequate housing
15. Define refugee? A person who has been forced to leave his/her country to escape war, persecution or natural disaster
16. What is the difference between immigration and emigration?
Immigration is people coming INTO the country
Emigration is people EXITING/leaving a country
