6.      Read a favorite passage and explain why it is memorable.
7.      Make a judgment (evaluative statement) on the book thus far.

8.      Make audience recommendation.

9.      Create one visual representation from the book – a favorite passage, a favorite character, a collage of images from the book etc.

*on an 8 ½ X 11 sheet using the whole sheet – mounted on colored construction paper  (I provide this in class with glue sticks on the day of your presentation.)

10.  The visual representation must be labeled with the title of the book, the author, student’s name and hour.

*Book talks are worth 25 summative points.
