The poster should feature: 
1. Title of story section (large, eye-catching). 
2. Engaging Headline:  BOLDED underneath the title. Use the theme word and tie in the symbol that works the best with your theme.  
3. Five to six sentence typed explanation of HOW Bradbury develops this theme and symbol in your section of the story through the most significant characters and events. Provide clear reasoning; no vague statements!
4. Three quotes from the story (MLA style) that relate to your theme and symbol. **Reasoning will be a key part of your explanation during the presentation and should develop and connect the themes, and symbols to plot and character.  
5. Pictures/artwork (not clip art) that represent the theme, symbol, and plot.
