2. As Brutus’ soliloquy continues in lines 46-58, he is looking over some letters he has received.  What do these letters ask of him?  What is his decision? 
3. How are the letters an example of dramatic irony? Be specific!
4. In lines 60-69, Brutus shares his thoughts about his decision.  Has it been an easy decision for him?  Why or why not?  Provide evidence to back up your answer.
5. After being informed by a servant that some men in disguise are at the house, Brutus speaks about their appearance in lines 77-85.  Explain the allusion to Erebus.  What is Brutus trying to say about the men?
