As such, we accept that every student in the class will be expected to work after school and occasionally on weekends to complete assignments. We accept that it is the responsibility of the student to make sure that all assignments are completed and that if a student cannot stay after school hours, because of another commitment, that child will not be excused from his or her yearbook responsibilities.

2. We understand that there are many reasons for missing deadlines but that there can be no excuses. We understand that failing to complete deadlines may result in the school’s yearbook being shipped late or the school being assessed heavy financial penalties. We therefore agree to meet every deadline. If we fail to meet a deadline for any reason, we will accept the consequences without complaint.

3. We understand that the actions of individual yearbook staff members reflect on the staff as a whole. Because of this, we agree to behave appropriately on and off-campus. We understand that should a child be disciplined for breaking school rules, the student may also be disciplined in yearbook, whether or not the misbehavior was related to the performance of yearbook duties. Should a child be suspended from school for any reason, the child may be removed from the yearbook staff.

4. We agree that a student who fails to meet his/her responsibilities will become a burden to other members of the staff. Therefore, the parent and student, by signing this, agree that if a student misses more than three mini-deadlines in the course of the semester, the student will be asked to leave the yearbook staff. The parent agrees to contact the school guidance office and request that the child be removed from yearbook. We understand that if a child is dropped from the staff, the child will receive an “F” for the semester.

5. We understand that yearbook students may receive group grades. We accept that as part of the group, a student may receive a higher or lower grade than he/she may have been able to earn had he/she been graded individually. We understand that for the purposes or accountability and teamwork, group grading is the most effective way of evaluating students.

6. We understand that producing the yearbook is a business. Therefore, financial obligations to the publishing company must be met. Your student will be required to sell at least $200 in ad sales. If he/she does not complete the ad sales during the predetermined class time, he/she must sell these ads on his/her own time. Failure to meet his/her goal will result in a partial or failing grade for ad sales.
