Respecting Authority & Loyalty 
Definition: Authority: the power to give others orders and make

      them obey



     Loyalty: faithfulness; not changing in your beliefs or  

     honoring the relationship
Objective:
Students will criticize the inability to follow authority on behalf of Odysseus’ crew.  Students will make judgments and argue for the importance of laws. Students will determine how laws create civilized expectations and control society.
Critical Thinking:
Why is society organized into groups of those who lead and those who follow?  Why is this an important feature of civilized societies?  How do laws support this concept?   Why is it necessary for a society to honor the laws? 
Project background: 
 You are a newly elected government official.  You and your “team” need to create a NEW law that seeks to resolve an issue.  You must also design the law with an appropriate and reasonable consequence to deter people from committing the crime.  
Assignment: 
Part 1

On looseleaf, write the new law and be specific in terms of what it is meant to protect. Then, write a description of what will happen as a direct consequence if this law is broken.

Design a billboard that informs the community about the new law.  You MUST have a visual, such as an image, picture, or symbol. You MUST also create a MESSAGE or a SLOGAN to grab people’s attention.  Make sure your phrase is catchy and easy to remember. (Please refer to existing examples from other campaigns such as driving & texting, using seatbelts, no smoking, etc.)
