The Odyssey: Part 1

Theme or Concept: 
Hospitality
Definition: Cordial, generous, looking after guests and being friendly; welcoming towards visitors
Objective:
Students will value the concept of hospitality & design a plan to show hospitality toward others.
Critical Thinking:
Why was hospitality shown in The Odyssey? How does hospitality indicate a society’s ability to be “civilized?”

What will you tell them to do? What services will you provide? Legibly write this on loose leaf.
