The Odyssey: Part 1

“Scylla & charybdis”

Group 3
Theme or Concept: 
Leadership
Definition: the state or position of being 1st in charge, because you are the best; the state of controlling the situation and leading others, because you have the answers
Objective:
Students will argue the qualities of a leader. Students will defend the choices that a leader is expected to make in order to lead his/her team.  Students will explain the concept of sacrifice. 
Critical Thinking:
What are important qualities in a leader? Why is Odysseus a leader? Why are personal sacrifice and strategizing important qualities in a leader? Think about movies that you have seen, for example Troy. What is fascinating and impressive about heroes that you have seen? How do they have the “power” to ease peoples’ fear? 
Project background: 
 You are on a marketing team for a Public Relations firm in Hollywood.  They are working on promoting “the next big blockbuster.” The film has to have a hero(s) and a major conflict wherein the hero must make choices. You must come up with the basic concept of the film and its title. Then, design the poster that will be on billboards and in movie theaters to advertise this film.
