The Odyssey: Part 1

“THE sirens”

Group 2
Theme or Concept: 
Temptation
Definition: A feeling that you want to do something, even when you know that it is wrong; an attraction to do something wrong
Objective:
Students will make judgments about undesirable behaviors. Students will make connections between Odysseus’ inabilities to resist temptation and pressures in their own lives.
Critical Thinking:
What is the importance of “doing the right thing even when it is the most difficult?” How does temptation affect our lives? Why is self control expected? How does integrity define a person?  Is there ever a means to justify making the wrong decision and giving into temptation?
Project background: 
You are a team of songwriters working on the next big hit! One of the most famous music artists is counting on you to help with their record.  You will write a song about a modern day temptation (food, cheating, vanity, substance abuse, conformity, etc.).  
Assignment: 
Part 1

Write the lyrics of the entire song. You MUST include at least 4 verses and 1 repeating refrain.  The refrain MUST include a figurative language “phrase” from the actual text of The Odyssey. The entire refrain does NOT have to be these lines, but rather include them. What is tempting and why? How can it “control” you? What might be an example of how it can ruin your life?

Design a CD cover or Itunes image for this record.  Do NOT include the artist or their name. Create an image representing your song and its idea/concept. You CAN include the title, if you choose.
