Scope and Sequence:
CONFIDENT CONSUMER The Confident Consumer is a one semester course that fulfills the Michigan Merit Curriculum Senior Year Math course requirement. The class will operate on a token economy system where students must pay for everything (a pass, turning in homework, taking a test) and students will receive payment for doing their job as a student (coming to class on time, coming prepared, doing excellent work, contributing to class discussion, high test scores, etc). The units of study would include understanding our economy and how it works, consumer rights, career choices, managing your money, budgeting, credit, banking, shopping skills, income and taxes. The student will learn how to save for security by making wise investments. In addition to these topics of study, students would complete a household money management simulation. 

Class Policies and Expectations:

Attendance:  Being in class on time everyday is essential for success in any math class.  The attendance policy is as follows:
			4 Tardies = 1 Absence
			2 Lates (5 to 15 minutes) = 1 Absence
			10 Absences = Reduced Credit

When a student has 10 or more absences not caused by extenuating circumstances they will receive reduced credit unless they earn 78% or higher on the final exam.  Students who earn reduced credit must retake the course in the ASAP program or summer school.

Beginning Class:  This is critical; everyday you will come in and immediately begin by working on the bellwork.  Five minutes after the bell rings everyday I will check to see if you did it and give you credit or zero for it.  At the end of the week I will add your points and assign a weekly grade. If you are tardy you do not earn the daily points for bellwork.  

Ending class:  Turn in anything that needs to be turned in. Put all materials back and leave class the way you found it. Push your chairs in as you leave. Students will be dismissed by the teacher and NOT the bell.  Wait in your seats until that time, absolutely no lining up at the door.  

Classwork:  When an assignment is collected at the end of the hour it can be graded two possible ways.  Sometimes random questions will be checked for right or wrong answers. Other times the work will be graded predominantly on effort:

· How much work was done (was each problem attempted, was an effort made to complete the assignment).
· The quality of the work effort.  Students will receive full credit for homework if the assignments are written neatly in pencil, WORK IS SHOWN and most is correct. 

Tests and Quizzes:  Tests and quizzes will only be made up if the student has an excused absence.  To retake a test a student must complete the Math Department Retake checklist to be eligible and the retake will take place after school.  

Class Participation:  You must participate in class to be successful.  This includes two components:
· You are required to take notes during lectures and discussions.  At a minimum, you should copy whatever you see on the board or overhead.  This includes bellwork, notes and any other information.
· You are expected to adhere to all classroom policies, procedures and rules.  There will be NO SLEEPING allowed and disruptive behavior of any kind will not be tolerated.  You should be engaged in class discussion and activities.  Contribute to a positive learning environment.  

Grading:  Tests and quizzes will make up 70% of your grade, the final exam WILL COUNT for 10 % and the other 20% will consist of classwork, notes, and bellwork.  It is your responsibility to get any notes or bellwork you miss when you are absent the next day. You will not be permitted to take the final exam early.

Bellwork Policy:  You will be given daily and weekly points for bellwork. If you come in tardy you lose the daily points.  However, you still need to complete it so you can get credit for weekly check. 

Cheating of any kind will result in a zero for the assignment for both students. 

Materials:  Students need a folder or binder, notebook, paper and pencil for class every day.  Having your materials every day is very important, you will not be allowed to go back to your locker to get them.  Use your passing time wisely. 

Class Rules:  
1. You must RESPECT yourself, classmates, teachers and school.  
2. Be a courteous Team Player with all of your classmates
3. Honesty, Integrity, Respect for self and others, Responsibility, Courtesy.  
4. The school cell phone policy will be enforced.  DO NOT LET ME SEE THEM.
5. Have a positive attitude and be serious about what you are doing.  Do not make excuses.  
6. Remain in assigned seat unless given permission to move.
7. Raise your hand when you would like to speak.  Lecture exempt.
