· The increased output of machine-made goods beginning in England in the mid 1700’s


	· Enclosures- 

· Large fenced in fields in which landowners experimented with productive seeding and harvesting methods to boost crop harvests

· Invented by Jethro Tull in 1701 that allowed farmers to plant seeds in well-spaced rows at specific depths. 


	· Crop Rotation-

· Designed to rotate crops that drained nutrients from the soil (ex. Wheat) with crops that replenish them (ex. Turnips)




	Why the Industrial Revolution Began in England

	· Industrialization- The process of developing the machine production of goods through the use of natural resources.

· Natural Resources used for Industrialization

· Water and coal power

· Iron Ore to construct tools, machines and buildings 

· Rivers for inland transportation 

· Harbors for the ships to set sail 
	· Factors of Production-The resources needed to produce goods and services that the Industrial Revolution required.

	Watt’s Steam Engine

	· Entrepreneur-Someone who organizes, manages, and takes on the risks of a business. 


	· The steam engine was modified by James Watt for increased efficiency.

· Ex. Robert Fulton's Clermont was a steam ship that ferried passengers up and down the Hudson River

· The steam powered railroad locomotive was the driving force behind English industry after 1820

· Steam-Driven Locomotives-

· 1804 Richard Trevithick won several thousand dollars on a bet that he could haul 10 tons of iron ore nearly 10 miles with a steam engine
