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Learning Objective 2: I will be able to explain the religious tensions that resulted from the Crusades, the impact of the guild system and the decimation of Europe’s population as a result of the Bubonic plague.

Short Answer Topics: 

1. You will be asked discuss the reason behind Luther’s decision to write the 95 Theses, the key areas of his teaching and the response to his writing by Pope Leo X.

Things to think about and discuss:

· What the purpose of the 95 Theses was and who they were written in response to 

· What an indulgence was used to achieve

· Luther’s teachings on salvation, the basis for church teachings and equality of all Christians in the faith 
· What did Pope Leo X threaten Luther with in 1520 and how does the Edict of Worms tie into it
2. You will be asked to examine how Henry VIII’s desire for a male heir lead to him breaking away from the Church and how did the Act of Supremacy further divide the two sides. Please include in your essay how his daughter Elizabeth’s goal of helping bridge the gap between England and the Catholic Church lead to the formation of a new Christian denomination.

Things to think about and discuss:

· How did the fact that he lacked a male heir lead to a disagreement between Henry VIII and the Pope (basically what did he want from the pope and how did the pope respond) 

· What was the purpose of the Act of Supremacy 

· What did Elizabeth I want to set up and what legal president did it set 
· What effect was the Church set up by Elizabeth designed to have
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3. You will be asked the topics covered during the Council of Trent and include your feelings based on our unit to whether or not the decisions were truly for the protection of the faith or for the protection of papal power and authority. 

Things to think about and discuss:

· What areas of Martin Luther’s teachings were they trying to combat during the Council of Trent 

· Based on what you know about Luther’s reasoning’s for posting the 95 Theses do you feel the doctrine produced during the Council of Trent were created to protect the teachings of the church against doctrine or to protect the influence the Church held over it’s followers
