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Short Answer Topics: 
19.) In January 1919 delegates from thirty-two nations met to discuss the end of WWI. The result was the passage of the Treaty of Versailles. Please discuss the major points included in the Treaty of Versailles including which nations benefited most, what new nations were created and whether or not the devastating effects Germany experienced as a result were fair. 

20.) During WWI the Western front was scared from trench warfare. Please describe the main characteristics of this type of battle and why was so much of World War I dominated by this method of fighting? Consider such elements as technology, military strategy, which nations mainly employed this type of fighting and be sure to include any other factors you can think of. Don’t forget to discuss how trench warfare affect the duration of the war?
