	AAA
Agricultural Adjustment Act (1933)


	Protected the price of crops. Provided Farm subsidies. Prevention of soil erosion.



	NRA
National Recovery Administration (1933)


	Ended wages/price deflation but declared unconstitutional in 1935



	CWA
Civil Works Administration (1933)


	Public works jobs created for over four million workers at $15 per day.

	FDIC
Federal Deposit Insurance Corp. (1933)


	Protect Bank accounts of citizens up to $5,000. Still in place today.



	NIRA
National Industrial Recovery Act (1933)


	Created NRA to enforce fair wages, fair competition, and permit collective bargaining (unionization)



	TVA
Tennessee Valley Authority (1933)


	Dams & flood controls built across 7 states to provide cheap hydro powered electricity.



	SEC
Securities & Exchange Commission (1934)


	Regulates the Stock Market. No buying on margin.



	WPA
Works Progress Administration (1935)


	Employed 9 million workers from construction to the arts.



	FHA
Federal Housing Administration (1934)

	Furnished loans for home mortgages and repairs
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
