Cold War Trading Card Assignment

Each student will be assigned a person or an event that is associated with the Cold War.  Using the computers in class, you will research your assigned topic then create a trading card that represents your topic.  

The front of the card must have a clear picture (drawn or printed off the computer) and the front must have the title of the event or person.  Also include the date of the event or incident.  If it is a person, include their date of birth and date of death.

The back of the card must contain a SUMMARY of the event or person.  The summary should be fairly detailed.

In addition to the summary, you must include the IMPORTANCE or IMPACT of the event on the country and its people.
