	Bootleggers


	Individuals who unlawfully made, sold, or transported alcohol/liquor without registration or payment of taxes.


	Double Standard
	A set of principles granting greater sexual freedom to men while forcing women to observe stricter standards of behavior. 



	Flapper
	Emancipated young women who embraced the new fashions and urban attitudes of the day. 



	Fundamentalism
	A form of Christianity that upheld a belief in the strict, literal interpretation of their holy scripture (the Bible).


	Harlem Renaissance 
	A literary and artistic movement during the 1920’s celebrating African-American culture. 



	Prohibition
	Under the 18th Amendment the manufacturing, sale and transportation of alcoholic beverages were legally prohibited. 



	Scopes Trial
	A legal battle over the teaching of evolution as well as the role of science and religion in public schools. 


	Speakeasies
	Hidden saloons or nightclubs where drinkers went to illegally consume alcoholic beverages during prohibition.
