C. The first death camp that was liberated by the Allies

D. Women working in the military as nurses, ambulance drivers, radio operators, electricians and noncombat pilots

E. The largest Land, sea and air invasion in history.  The Allies invaded into Axis controlled Europe.

F. Used to house Nisei during WWII

G. General who fled the Philippines when they were attacked by Japan, and later led Allied troops on in battles on Iwo Jima, Bataan, and Leyte

H. Is used in wartime situations to draft men into armed services.  Provided more than 10 million soldiers in WWII.  

I. Place where the Nazi leadership was tried for crimes against humanity after the Germany surrender in WWII

J. Used by the American public to decrease the use of scarce resources during times of war. 

K. Allied meeting to decide what should happen to the Axis Powers after WWII.  Historic meeting of “the big three.”  Attended by FDR, Winston Churchill and Joseph Stalin

Q. Created by congress in WWII to keep inflation from increasing rapidly by freezing prices on most goods

R. Was won by the Allies after they intercepted and decoded Japanese communications that described how Japan was going to attack.

T. The end of the fighting in Europe in WWII; marked by German surrendering. 
U. Code name for the allied invasion of Axis controlled North Africa

V. Commander of the American 3rd Army and was created with liberating Paris from German control.

W. Army Chief of Staff who helped to create the Women’s Auxiliary Army Corp

X. Responsible for the development of penicillin, and improvements in radar and sonar

Y. The U.S. fought to get supplies to the Allies while Germany tried to prevent them from arriving.  Germany used Wolf pack attacks and the Allies countered by using the convoy system, radar and sonar.

Z. Originally an Allied defeat, but turned into a victory because of an Allied counter attack. Severally weakens Germany and marks the last time they go on an offensive

AA. Supreme Commander of the American forces in Europe, Oversaw (commanded) Operation Overlord, became president after WWII

BB. Became U.S. president after FDR died
