SUMMATIVE ASSESSMENT: Write a grammar test with 20 problems: it will be a story that uses the grammar skills we’ve been working on, both correctly used and incorrectly used. You will provide 3 answer choices for each question/skill that could reasonably be thought to be correct but are wrong (or one of which is right, if the sentence in the story is wrong). Of the answer choices, one must be “No change.” You must include all of our grammar skills in the questions:

1 – Semi-colon between independent clauses

1 – Semi-colon with a transitional phrase (blah blah; however, blah blah)

1 – Semi-colon to separate items containing internal punctuation

1 – Colons to introduce a list
1 – Colons to introduce a quotation
1 – Colons to introduce another independent clause (an announcement)
1 – Pronouns (with an ambiguous reference)
1 – Pronouns (with an indefinite pronoun to test singularity (“everyone needs his or her…”))
1 – Pronouns (with a plural antecedent)
1 – Pronouns (with an obvious gender reference in the antecedent)
1 – Pronouns (with a consistent point of view (first-person to first-person, third-person to third-person, etc)
1 – Subject/verb agreement (with “There”)

1 – Subject/verb agreement (with portions)
1 – Subject/verb agreement (with indefinite pronouns)
1 – Subject/verb agreement (with intervening phrases)
1 – Subject/verb agreement (with “and” joining a compound subject)
1 – Subject/verb agreement (with “or” or “nor” joining a compound subject)

3 – Tense problems (three different areas where there is an inappropriate shift in tense)

The story will be a new adventure for Jem, Scout, and Dill (or any combination thereof). It can involve them trying (unsuccessfully, of course) to bring out Boo Radley, simply playing amongst themselves, or any other adventure you think they may have based on what we’ve read so far. It can involve any of the characters, settings, or plot elements we have met up through chapter 10. It can take place at or in between any point in the story up through chapter 10. However, it must be an original adventure and creation of your own, based on what you know of the characters and their personalities as well as the town itself. It must include DIALOGUE as well as narration.

The length of the story is up to you, as long as it includes all the elements required.
