You are allowed to send up to two nominations to the Chamber of Commerce.
Prompt: How does your teacher prepare you to be successful beyond high school?  Give an example of how he or she motivates you to meet your full potential.

Response should include 

--A position statement that indicates that the teacher does prepare the student for life

beyond high school
--At least one specific example/story that illustrates your explanation

--An explanation of how your evidence proves that the teacher prepares you for life beyond high school

Example
