Research - Final Paper – 100 points due on Friday, January 20, 2017.
The final research paper is a comprehensive report of your research project, written in the style of a paper to be submitted to a peer-reviewed journal. The paper needs to conform to the American Medical Association (AMA) citation style and format. Please refrain from using first or second person pronouns “I” and “you” in the paper.  Also, please use Times Roman 12 pt font for the body text. The paper should be double-spaced and organized according to the sub-headings found below.

1. Title Page
2. Table of Contents

3. Abstract  

Summary of the hypothesis, procedure, results, and conclusion. 
4. Introduction/Background 
Defines the research question and scientific concepts using quality sources. This section summarizes methods and procedures used in related prior research. 

5. Procedure (or Materials and Methods) 
Detailed, easy-to-follow steps, includes materials and tools used and written out in paragraph form. It also includes the exact hypothesis (or engineering goal).
6. Observations, Data, & Results 

Shows qualitative and quantitative data and describes the data in paragraph form. Describes statistical analysis and calculations.
7. Analysis & Conclusions 
States what has been learned in the research project, answers question inherent in the hypothesis (Was the hypothesis supported?), describes sources of experimental error, limitations of experimental design, and questions for further study.

8. References/Resources/Bibliography
Includes all sources and background articles used. AMA style, listed at the end, in order of appearance. Note: AMA employs superscript notation. A minimum of 6 references must be cited.
9. Acknowledgements  
Recognizes people who have given special assistance.
