CLASS POLICIES AND PROCEDURES:
1. BE PREPARED – Bring paper/notebook, pencil, and math book to class everyday. The classroom is a “red zone” which means that cell phones and MP3 players are to remain out of sight during tests/quizzes, class discussion, activities, and lesson delivery.  Food and drinks are not allowed in the classroom.
2. BE RESPECTFUL – Be polite – Give other students, teachers, and other adults proper respect by addressing them by their name and maintaining your own personal space (keep hands, feet, and objects to yourself at all times).  Name calling, gossip, and harassment of any form will not be tolerated.  Offensive language and behavior will not be tolerated.  Avoid fighting, assaulting, and any inappropriate physical contact (including tripping, punching, pushing, poking, and rough housing).  No running, chasing, or throwing objects in the classroom.
3. BE RESPONSIBLE – Enter the classroom quietly, sharpen pencils before the bell rings, and be seated in your assigned seat by the time the bell rings.  When the bell rings, immediately begin working on the SLOT assignment.  Avoid touching other people’s work and belongings during class.  Avoid off limit areas such as the teacher’s desk, classroom lights, bulletin boards, and supply cupboards.

REQUIRED MATERIALS:

GRADES WILL BE BASED ON THE FOLLOWING:

1. Homework/Activities/Notes
Homework, SLOT work, and notes will be included in daily activities.  Homework, SLOT work, and your interactive notebooks will be checked periodically.  Students are responsible for completing all assigned problems and notes.  Daily notes and assignments will be posted on the class website for students who miss class.  All daily homework assignments, SLOT activities, in-class activities, and notes will be considered to be formative grades.
2. Unit Quizzes

Students should expect to take 2 to 3 quizzes during each unit.  Not all problems are awarded the same number of points.  Most quizzes will be summative grades.  The number of points earned will be converted into the 4-point system.
3. Unit Assessments 

At the end of each unit an individual test is given.  This serves as an opportunity for students to demonstrate what they, as individuals, have learned from the whole unit.  Each unit exam will have a rubric which determines how each problem is scored according to the 4-point grading system.  Unit tests will be summative grades.
Quiz and Test Makeup: Test make ups will need to be scheduled after school with Mr. Reddeman.  Typically, students will not be given class time to complete a missed test or quiz.  Please see Mr. Reddeman if you need to make special arrangements. 
Test Retakes: Students are allowed one (1) retake per test (excluding the final exam).  In the case of test retakes, the higher of the 2 grades will be recorded.  Retakes will be in a different form than the original test.  Students must meet retake criteria: (no missing assignments from unit, corrections made on first test, parent signature on first test, a good effort given on first test) in order to qualify for a retake.
4. Projects

Projects, when assigned, will be an application of skills learned in class. Projects will typically be worth the equivalent of a test grade.  Large unit projects will be considered to be summative grades.
5. Extra Credit

Extra credit will not be given on an individual basis.  Opportunities for extra credit will be announced in class and cannot be made up in the event of an absence.
