Course Description:   In this course, students will use a project based approach to enhance and develop proficiencies in the following areas:

· Google Tools

· Docs (spreadsheet, word processing, presentation)
· Group design project

· ISTF

· Basic computer programing skills 
· Effective Presentations

Students will use a variety of media and technology tools to produce effective, professional, and creative presentations. Students will be expected to work independently and collaboratively, using Microsoft Office, Google Apps for Education, and other technology tools (including iPads) to create and share presentations. In addition to creating a variety of presentations, students will also spend time each day practicing proper keyboarding techniques.
Materials Required:  You will need to something to write with, folder or binder for storing handouts and projects, and a spiral notebook.   A data storage device (i.e.thumb-drive/USB 1G or higher) is recommended.  Access to dependable, working computer is highly recommended.  If you do not have a reliable computer at home, start checking into library computer access or other relatives/friends.
