2.  Using blank paper and crayons, colored pencils, draw a picture.
	6. Vocabulary

Find 5 unfamiliar words that you would like to learn to pronounce, use correctly, and understand.  

List the words, look them up in a dictionary, copy them down with their definitions, check with me for pronunciation, and use them in sentences.
	7.Character you love and a charter you hate:
