COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Anatomy & Physiology is the study of the structure and function of the human body.  This course is designed to give students a basic understanding of the human organism:  how it is built, maintained, acts, and reacts to its internal and external environment.  A laboratory component accompanies the classroom element in the course which includes the dissection of several organisms.
COURSE OBJECTIVES:
At the end of this course, the students will be able to:

· Name the levels of structural organization within the human body.

· Classify organ systems within the body.

· Use proper anatomical terms in describing the human body.

· Develop an understanding of the physical and chemical functioning within the human body.
· Develop an understanding of the structural makeup of the human body.

CLASSROOM RULES:  
The following rules will be applied in the classroom:

· Sit in your assigned seat when you come into the classroom and begin bell work, if applicable.
· Come prepared.  Bring the required materials to class (writing utensils, paper, binder, colored pencils, etc)

· Electronic devices (cell phones, i-pods, i-pads) should be off and out of sight when entering the classroom.  If noncompliant, devices will be confiscated and given to the office.

· NO Food or beverages are allowed in the classroom (exception:  water)

· Respect the rights, space, property and feelings of others in the classroom. Follow the core values:  Honesty, Respect for self and others, Responsibility, Integrity, Courtesy and Citizenship.
· Bathroom breaks are BETWEEN class periods only. (2 bathroom passes/semester)
PROCEDURES/EXPECTATIONS:
· Your class binder, pens or pencils, colored pencils & other assigned materials are to be brought to class everyday!   For courtesy, sharpen pencils before I start the class.
· Keep the classroom neat.  I expect you to pick up and clean up after yourself.  Don’t leave your trash for someone else to throw out.  Push in your chairs when done sitting in them.  Respect the property in the classroom Please do not write in books, on desks, on chairs, etc.  
· DO NOT THROW ANYTHING IN THE CLASSROOM!  This includes throwing garbage into the trashcan.

· Attendance:  Attendance is important!  Similar to a job, you are expected to be here everyday. You must attend on a regular basis and be on time.  Ten or more absences will result in reduced credit.  See Attendance Policy posted in the classroom for further details.  Absent students (those absent only on the day that assignments are given, not those absent when work is due) will be allowed to complete work for full credit.  IT IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY TO ASK FOR MISSED WORK! You may come after school to makeup an assignment during tutorial time.   
· Tests/Quizzes:  No talking during tests or quizzes.  If you miss a quiz or test you have 2 days to make it up. Tests, quizzes and labs will be made up after school,  NOT during class time. See me to make arrangements.  
· Assignments:  Assignments are important to help you learn valuable information so you will become a productive, knowledgeable, and skilled adult, therefore assignments are NEVER OPTIONAL.  They are due on the assigned date unless otherwise specified by me.  Assignments are to be turned in to the appropriate IN folder.  You will receive graded assignments in the appropriate OUT folder.  If you are not done with the assignment at the end of the class, then you may turn it in the following day.  In other words, you now have homework!  You may come after school to finish if you prefer.
· Late work:  Late work will receive reduced credit -  a 25% reduction.  Late work will NOT be accepted after the card marking assigned.   
· Integrity:  Cheating or plagiarism in any form on an assignment or test will not be accepted. This includes copying from another student.  Plagiarism is copying text and calling it your own work.   A grade of ZERO will be assigned to that assignment or test if caught cheating.
· Bell Work:  Bell work will be on the board or ELMO when applicable.  When you enter the classroom begin your work.  It may be graded and collected.
· End of class:  Stay seated in assigned seat or assigned area until I dismiss you.  DO NOT gather at the door!
CONSEQUENCES  

Violation of rules//procedures will result in the following consequences (with the exception of electronic devices)

1st infraction:

verbal warning


2nd infraction:

personal consultation with the student.

3rd infraction:

teacher phone call to parent/guardian and/or office referral

GRADING/EVALUATION:   Grades will be earned by the following criteria:


20% of your grade will be based on homework, classwork, prime time, labs, and  notebook organization.
80% of your grade will be based on quizzes, tests, projects, clinical intensive experiences and the final exam.
Your responsibilities include:

a) Note taking from lectures, videos, the ELMO or board.

b) reading – both aloud and silently
c) Memorization of body part names.
d) completion of lab reports,  homework/classwork assignments, tests/quizzes

index cards (get a couple packs to start)

colored pencils  ( 12 or 24 pack) or crayons (24 pack)
g)
BINDER to keep track of assignments/tests/projects and their due dates (1 ½ inch works well) complete with tab dividers for each chapter.   You will bring your binder to class everyday and it will hold completed notes, assignments, & labs. 
Those individuals that take thorough notes; organize their notebooks; read over notes and/or handouts/assignments on a DAILY basis; complete homework assignments (without copying from another student); actively listen in class and engage in discussion tend to receive above average grades. If you remember the 3Rs:  Respect for self, Respect for others, Responsibility for your actions and your education, you should do fine in this class.  If you have the proper attitude you may even have some fun.  Let’s have a good semester.
