Station 1: The beginning of WWII for America (slides 3-8)
1. Why did Italy and Germany declare war on the United States?
2. What happened to the Japanese people in America after Pearl Harbor? Do you think this is the right thing to do? 
3. Were the American people excited about entering the war? (Based off enlistment numbers) Give some stats about how many people joined the military. 

Station 2: Minorities in the war (slides 9-13)
1. Write down what African Americans, Mexicans, Native Americans, and women, were affected by the war. 
Station 3: Civilian Contribution to Society (slides 14-18)
1. Write down at least 3 questions you have before you start the station based on its title. If your question is answered, write down the answer as well.
2. What does it mean to “ration”? What was the whole point of rationing? 
3. What sort of things would Americans ration? Where did the food go?
4. What would factories start to produce? 
5. How many weapons did America start to produce? 
6. What were women’s roles in production?

1. Describe each of the pictures you see and describe how they are supposed to make the public want to fight the war. 
Station 5: The Effects of the WWII Homefront
1. What were the economic gains from WWII? 
2. How did the population change during this time? 

3. What was set up to help war veterans integrate back into society? 

4. (Do not answer this until we are all done) Based off this information do you think WWII was a good war for the United States? Explain in 2-3 paragraphs.
